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How to Properly Wear a Face Mask

When you wear a mask, you protect others as well as yourself. Masks work best when everyone wears one.

A mask is NOT a substitute for social distancing. Masks should still be worn in addition to staying at least

Number feet apart, especially when indoors around people who don't Verb Base Form in their

Noun Plural .

Masks should completely cover the nose and Part of Body and fit snugly .

Masks should be worn any time you are traveling on a plane, bus, Noun , or other form of public

transportation traveling into, within, or out of the United States and in U.S. transportation hubs such as airports

and Location .

People age 2 and older should wear masks in public settings and when around people who don't Repeat 

Last Verb Base Form on their Repeat Last Noun Plural .

Wash your Part of Body with soap and Food for at least Number seconds or use hand

sanitizer with at least 60% alcohol after touching or removing your mask.

Masks



may not be necessary when you are outside by yourself away from Animal - Plural , or with Repeat 

Last Animal - Plural who live in your household. However, some areas may have mask mandates while out in

public, so please check the rules in your local area (such as in your city, county, or state). Additionally, check

whether any Adjective mask mandates apply to where you will be going.
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
